COMMANDMENTS OF MESSIAH

Yahoshua said, “Teach all Nations, Baptizing Them”
THE GREAT COMMISSION
Matthew 28:18 And Yahoshua came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.

19  Go you therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit:

Teach = 3100 mayhteuw matheteuo math-ayt-yoo’-o 

from 3101; TDNT-4:461,552; v 

1) to be a disciple of one 

1a) to follow his precepts and instructions 

2) to make a disciple 

2a) to teach, instruct 

So literally verse 19 should read “Go you therefore, and disciple (teach) all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit:” The disciples were not commanded to baptize a non believer, but baptize ONLY believers in Yahoshua as Savior who were repentant and converted! Then they were to teach them to observe all things Yahoshua told us to observe;

Matthew 28:20 Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world. Amen.

What does it mean, “to be baptized?” Is it necessary today? Are there any spiritual or scriptural requirements? How old should a person be to be baptized? Should babies be baptized? In what name should one be baptized? Does it make any difference how it is done? There are many different opinions in the religious world today.

II Timothy 2:15 Study to show thyself approved unto Yahvah, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.

Isaiah 34:16 Seek you out of the book of YHVH, and read: no one of these shall fail, none shall want her mate: for my mouth it hath commanded, and his spirit it hath gathered them.   (Where is “the book of Yahvah” today?)

Matthew 3:1 In those days came John the Baptist (Immerser), preaching in the wilderness of Judaea,

2    And saying, Repent you: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.

3    For this is he that was spoken of by the prophet Isaiah, saying, The voice of one crying in the wilderness, (Isaiah 40:3b) Prepare you the way of YHVH, make straight in the desert a highway for our Elohim.

Matthew 3:5 Then went out to him Jerusalem, and all Judaea, and all the region round about Jordan,

6    And were baptized of him in Jordan, confessing their sins.

7    But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees come to his baptism, he said unto them, O generation of vipers, who hath warned you to flee from the wrath to come?

8    Bring forth therefore fruits meet for repentance:

John would not baptize some of them because their actions or works did not prove that of  repentance and of following the Savior! 

James 2:17 Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone.

18  Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works: show me thy faith without thy works, and I will show thee my faith by my works.

19  Thou believest that there is one Elohim (God); thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble.

20  But wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead?
26  For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also.
YAHOSHUA BAPTIZED, WHY?

Why did Yahoshua want to be Immersed? Did He come confessing His sin like everyone else? No, He had no sin, I Peter 2:21-23. I John 3:5b, “in Him is no sin.” Our Saviour set us an example for us to follow in His steps. He was willing to bury self (His own way) to be obedient to the Father and to show us that He was doing this very thing.

Matthew 3:13 Then cometh Yahoshua from Galilee to Jordan unto John, to be baptized (immersed) of him.

14  But John forbad him, saying, I have need to be baptized of thee, and comest thou to me?

15  And Yahoshua answering said unto him, Suffer it to be so now: for thus it becometh us to fulfil all righteousness. Then he suffered (permitted) Him.

16  And Yahoshua, when He was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto Him, and He saw the Spirit of Elohim (God) descending like a dove, and lighting upon Him:

17  And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.

IMMERSION SYMBOLIZES DEATH, BURIAL and RESURRECTION

Romans 6:3 Know you not, that so many of us as were baptized into Yahoshua the Messiah were baptized into his death?
4    Therefore we are buried with Him by baptism into death: that like as Messiah was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

5    For if we have been planted together in the likeness of His death, we shall be also in the likeness of His resurrection:

6    Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.

7    For he that is dead (to sin) is freed from sin.

Colossians 2:10 And you are complete in Him (Yahoshua), which is the head of all principality and power:

11  In whom also you are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of Messiah:

12  Buried with Him in baptism (immersion), wherein also you are risen with Him through the faith of the operation of  Elohim (God), who hath raised Him from the dead.

“Buried” means complete immersion in water. Sprinkling does not “bury” the person. When a funeral director buries a person, why doesn’t he just sprinkle a little dirt on the body to bury the person? So sprinkling is NOT immersion and it is not a burial, therefore sprinkling is not scriptural for baptism!

Baptism is a public witness of your belief of the death, burial and resurrection of Messiah. It is also a public witness of the death and burial of the old man of sin in our life. Then to be raised out of the water as the new man in Messiah with the Messiah reigning in our life and sin not reigning. The old man is now dead! Let’s keep him that way!

Ephesians 4:22 That you put off concerning the former conversation (behavior) the old man (of sin), which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts;

23  And be renewed in the spirit of your mind;

24 And that you put on the new man, which after Elohim (God) is created in righteousness and true holiness.
Galatians 3:27 For as many of you as have been immersed in the Messiah have put on the Messiah.

Romans 6:12 Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in the lusts thereof.

16  Know you not, that to whom you yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants you are to whom you obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness?

I John 3:4  Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law; for SIN IS THE 

TRANSGRESSION OF THE LAW.

James 2:10 For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.

11  For He that said, Do not commit adultery, said also, Do not kill. Now if thou commit no adultery, yet if thou kill, thou art become a transgressor of the law.

Sincere Sorrow Brings True Repentance
Luke 13:3, 5  I tell you, Nay: but, except you repent, you shall all likewise perish.

II Corinthians 7:9 Now I rejoice, not that you were made sorry, but that you sorrowed to repentance: for you were made sorry after a sincere manner, so that you suffered no loss through us.

10  For sincere sorrow worketh repentance to salvation not to be repented of: but the sorrow of the world worketh death.

Proverbs 28:13 He that covereth his sins shall not prosper: but whoso confesseth and forsaketh them shall have mercy.

Repentance means that we have to be truly sorry enough to make a turn-around, to forsake sinning. Forsaking sin is not continuing to live in sin.

OBEDIENCE REQUIRED FOR REPENTANCE

John 14:15 If you love Me, KEEP My commandments.

I John 2:4 He that saith, I know Him, and keepeth not His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him.

Luke 6:46  And why call you Me, Master, Master (Lord) and do not the things I say?

Hebrews 5:8,9 Though He was a Son, yet learned He obedience by the things which He suffered; Which having accomplished, He (YHVH-Hoshua) became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey Him;

Acts 5:32  And we are His witnesses of these things; and so is also the Holy Spirit, whom Elohim hath given to them that obey Him.

IMMERSION IN THE NAME (SINGULAR)

Matthew 28:19 Go you therefore, and teach all nations, immersing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

If you notice in the book of Acts immersion was only in one name! Were the disciples disobedient to the Savior? Some have thought that Matthew 28:19 maybe was an added text without really understanding the true meaning of the text? 

Examples of The Name in King James & Other Versions: 

Acts 2:38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Yahoshua Messiah (KJV - Jesus Christ) for the remission of sins, and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 

Acts 19:5 When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Master Yahoshua (KJV - Lord Jesus).

Hebrews 13:8 YHVH Messiah (KJV - Jesus Christ) the same yesterday, today, and forever. 

The name “Jesus” is derived through the Latin from the Greek “Iesou.”  So the Greek "Iesou" is the correct transliteration of the Aramaic "Yeshu," a shortened form of the Hebrew “Yeshua.” How is that possible? Well, the Greek has NO "sh" pronunciation at all. There is no letter "h" in the Greek alphabet so the "sh" pronunciation is impossible in Greek. 

In old Greek the "I" could be pronounced as a long "EE" or as a letter "Y." So using the "Y" pronunciation you would have "Yesou" which is a correct transliteration of the Aramaic "Yeshu." It originally was NOT from a pagan god as many claim. There is a "th," Theta letter pronounced as in "thin,” but no "sh." Even in our English language we have a word spelled “SURE,” but the “s” is pronounced as an “sh” = “shure.”
If Messiah NEVER changes (Hebrews 13:8) where can you find the name “Yeshua or Jesus” in the Prophets as the name of the Branch? It was NEVER prophesied for the name of Messiah (the Branch) in the entire Hebrew text, (the Tanakh) or Old Covenant or any English text! Check any Exhaustive Concordance Dictionary under the name “Jesus,” it just isn’t in the Hebrew text! Something has changed, He hasn’t!

Amos 3:7 Surely Adonai Yahvah will do nothing, but He revealeth His secret unto His servants the prophets. 

How can baptizing in the name of “Yeshua” fulfill the command of Matthew 28:19, “baptizing” “in the name (singular, not names) of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit”? Is the Father’s Name “Yeshua or Jesus”? Did the apostles really baptize in the name of “Yeshua”? How can this harmonize with Matthew 28:19? This verse does belong in the scriptures! Is baptizing in the title of “the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit” fulfilling the command of Yahoshua? NO, not really!

In John 5:43 Our Savior said, “I am come in My Father’s Name, and you receive Me not: let another come in his own name, him you will receive.”

Hebrews 1:4 Being made so much better than the angels, as He (Messiah) hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent NAME than they.

Philippians 2:9 Wherefore Yahvah also hath highly exalted Him, and given Him the name above every name:

Ephesians 1:20, 21  Which He hath wrought in the Messiah, when He raised Him from the dead, and set Him at His own right hand in heavenly places, Far above all principality, and power, and might and dominion, and every NAME that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come.

NAME ABOVE ALL NAMES:

Psalm 148:13 Let them praise the name of YHVH: for His name ALONE IS EXALTED; His glory is above the earth and heaven.

The Messiah is given the name above all names (Psalm 148:13) and is recorded in Jeremiah as “YHVH.”

Jeremiah 23:5, 6 Behold the days come, saith YHVH, that I will raise unto David a righteous BRANCH, and a King shall reign and prosper, and shall execute judgment and justice in the earth. In His days Judah shall be saved, and Israel shall dwell safely; and this is His NAME whereby He shall be called, YHVH our righteousness.
The King James marginal reference give the name of the Branch as “Jehovah,” not Jesus, or Yeshua!

John 14:26 But, the Comforter, which is the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.

Conclusion On The Name

The Holy Spirit was sent in the Name of the Son, (John 14:26). The Son was sent in the Name of the Father, (John 5:43). The Son inherited His name from the Father, (Hebrews 1:4). You cannot inherit something from a relative unless they personally own it! So the Son literally inherited His Father’s name, Jeremiah 23:5,6; 33:15,16. He has the same name as the Father. If He had a different name, then His name would be above the Father’s name, which would not harmonize with Psalm 148:13 and show disrespect to the Father.

In Zechariah 6:11, 12 is the only scripture where the Branch’s name (Messiah’s name) is given in the contracted form of  “Yahoshua.” Quote: 

Zechariah 6:11,12 Then take silver and gold, and make crowns, and set them upon 

the head of Joshua (Yahoshua) the son of Josedech, the high priest; And speak unto him, saying, Thus speaketh Yahvah of hosts, saying, Behold the man (Joshua) whose name (Joshua =Yahoshua) IS THE BRANCH; and He shall grow up out of His place, and He shall build the temple of Yahvah. 

The name “Yahoshua” is only the contracted form of the entire name of “YHVH‑Hoshua”. Every other scripture text give His name in the full form as “YHVH,” (The Tetragramaton).

FAMILY NAME

Ephesians 3:14,15 For this cause I bow my knees unto the FATHER of our Saviour Yahoshua the Messiah. Of whom the WHOLE FAMILY in heaven and EARTH IS NAMED,
So the whole family of saints on earth are named by the Father’s name! When we bury self in our commitment to Him, we belong to Him, He owns us! 

I Corinthians 6:19, 20, What! Know you not that you body is the temple of the Holy Spirit which is in you, which you have of Yahvah, and you are not your own? For you are bought with a price: therefore glorify Yahvah in your body, and in your spirit, which are His.

We are His property! He owns us. He has the right to tell us what He expects of us! Any property has a title deed and every title deed has a name on the deed or the deed is invalid. Joel also foretold the name for salvation in the New Covenant (Joel 2:28-32; and Peter confirmed same in Acts 2:16-21).

Revelation 22:4, And they shall see His face: and His NAME shall be in their foreheads.
Revelation 14:1,  And I looked, and, lo, a Lamb stood on the Mount Zion, and with Him a hundred forty and four thousand, having His Father’s NAME written in their foreheads. (All 144,000)!

Joel 2:28  And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions:

29  And also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in those days will I pour out my spirit.

30  And I will show wonders in the heavens and in the earth, blood, and fire, and pillars of smoke.

31  The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the great and the terrible day of YHVH come.

32  And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of YHVH shall be delivered: for in mount Zion and in Jerusalem shall be deliverance, as YHVH hath said, and in the remnant whom YHVH shall call. (same in Acts 2:16-21).

II Chronicles 7:14 If My people, which are called by My NAME, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways (repent); then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.

CONCLUSION

We must LOVE YHVH with all our heart and confess that we are sinners and are in need of salvation through the shed blood of Messiah. He is our only Passover sacrifice, Acts 8:36‑38; Romans 10:9-13; I Corinthians 5:7; etc.

A person must be old enough to be able to understand the plan of salvation and accept Messiah as Saviour, John 3:16; Romans 10:9-13; etc. Small children who do not understand this should not be baptized. They are covered by I Corinthians 7:13, 14.

Repentance is required for baptism, Matthew 3:8; Luke 13:3, 5; Acts 3:19; 26:20; etc. Must be willing to bury the old man of sin by immersion, Romans 6:1-16; Ephesians 4:22-32; etc. Sprinkling is not immersion.
Method of Baptism

Matthew 28:19 “Go you therefore, and teach all nations, immersing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.”

1.  Baptism by burying in water (immersion), not sprinkling. 

2.  Baptism in the name of “YHVH-Hoshua” (Yahvah-Hoshua). This fulfills baptizing in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit by baptizing in only one name. There are not three names for the Father, Son, and the Holy Spirit! In Matthew 28:19, it states NAME (singular), not names. 
The only name that was called upon in the entire Old Covenant for salvation (4,000 years) was the name of “YHVH.” Joel foretold salvation in the name of “YHVH” in the entire New Covenant age and Peter confirmed the prophecy of Joel. In the book of Acts the apostles were thrown in prison for preaching in a specific name. The only name that was against the law in the Mishnah to preach in, was the name of “YHVH.”
