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Character = A collection of particular qualities that distinguishes one person from others. A good moral constitution or status. Reputation.

In other words having the qualities of a good moral standard or constitution determines the kind of reputation each person has and gives that person a good name. The opposite can be said of a person with an evil standard or constitution. In Proverbs it speaks of having a good name and favor over great riches or silver or gold.

Proverbs 22:1  A good name is rather to be chosen than great riches, and loving favor rather than silver and gold.

A good name and good character are essential in our daily life because we are representatives or ambassadors of Yahvah the Father and Yahoshua His Son. We are representing His Kingdom of Righteousness every day of our life!

II Corinthians 5:20 Now then we are ambassadors for Messiah, as though Elohim (God) did beseech you by us: we pray you in Messiah’s stead, be you reconciled to Elohim.

II Corinthians 3:1  Do we begin again to commend ourselves? or need we, as some others, epistles of commendation to you, or letters of commendation from you? 
2 You are our epistle written in our hearts, known and read of all men:

II Timothy 2:19 Nevertheless the foundation of Elohim standeth sure, having this seal, the Master knoweth them that are His. And, Let every one that nameth the name of Messiah depart from iniquity.

DEFINITION OF COMPASSION
Compassion = feelings of sorrow or pity for the sufferings or misfortunes of another; sympathy, mercy.

Luke 10:30 And Yahoshua answering said, A certain man went down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell among thieves, which stripped him of his raiment, and wounded him, and departed, leaving him half dead.
31 And by chance there came down a certain priest that way: and when he saw him, he passed by on the other side.

32 And likewise a Levite, when he was at the place, came and looked on him, and passed by on the other side.

33 But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came where he was and when he saw him, he had compassion on him,

34 And went to him, and bound up his wounds, pouring in oil and wine, and set him on his own beast, and brought him to an inn, and took care of him.

35 And on the morrow when he departed, he took out two pence, and gave them to the host, and said unto him, Take care of him; and whatsoever thou spendest more, when I come again, I will repay thee.

36 Which now of these three, thinkest thou, was neighbour unto him that fell among the thieves?

37 And he said, He that shewed mercy on him. Then said Yahshua unto him, Go, and do thou likewise.
Now what can we learn from the three examples in this parable? The first man that saw the wounded man in the ditch was a Priest, supposedly a man of scriptural learning. He should have been the first to help the man, but he didn’t! The second man that saw him was a Levite. He passed on by the same as the Priest did. They did not “love their neighbor as themselves” as stated in Leviticus and Matthew! 

Leviticus 19:18  Thou shalt not avenge, nor bear any grudge against the children of thy people, but thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself: I am YHVH.
Matthew 22:36  Master, which is the great commandment in the law?

37 Yahoshua said unto him, Thou shalt love YHVH thy Elohim with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind.

38 This is the first and great commandment.

39 And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.

These two, a priest and the Levite were religious, but did not show compassion or mercy! Only the Samaritan showed mercy and compassion by helping the wounded man in putting medication on his wounds, bandaging them up, then taking him to the nearest Inn and paying for his room and board until he was well! Yahoshua said, “Go and do likewise”!
TO WHOM ARE WE TO SHOW COMPASSION?
I Corinthians 10:24 Let no man seek his own [welfare], but every man another’s welfare.

Proverbs 29:18 Where there is no vision, the people perish: but he that keepeth the law, happy is he. 


             [#2377 vision = a sight, revelation or oracle].

Zechariah 7:9  Thus speaketh YHVH of hosts, saying, Execute true judgment, and shew mercy and compassions every man to his brother:

10 And oppress not the widow, nor the fatherless, the stranger, nor the poor; and let none of you imagine evil against his brother in your heart.

James 1:22 But be you doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves.

23 For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural face in a glass:

24 For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was.

25 But whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in his deed.

26 If any man among you seem to be religious, and bridleth not his tongue, but deceiveth his own heart, this man’s religion is vain.

27 Pure religion and undefiled before Elohim and the Father is this, To visit the fatherless and widows in their affliction, and to keep himself unspotted from the world.

We live in a society today of covetousness without compassion. Do your own thing, get what you can get out of life regardless of who it hurts. When you drive on the highway and you don’t get out of the way of someone behind you, they will give you the horn until you move! We could go on and on with all kinds of illustrations, but you know what I mean. The morality of this nation has fallen into corruption! This philosophy has infiltrated into the churches spoken of in II Timothy 3:1-5 and elsewhere of a religious people! 

II Timothy 3:1   This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come.

2    For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy,

3    Without natural affection, truce breakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good,

4    Traitors, heady, high minded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of Elohim;

5    Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: from such turn away.

THE SHEEP HAVE COMPASSION, THE GOATS DO NOT
Matthew 25:31 When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with Him, then shall He sit upon the throne of His glory:

32 And before Him shall be gathered all nations: and He shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats:

33 And He shall set the sheep on His right hand, but the goats on the left.

34 Then shall the King say unto them on His right hand, Come, you blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world:

35 For I was hungry, and you gave Me food: I was thirsty, and you gave Me drink: I was a stranger, and you took Me in:
36 Naked, and you clothed Me: I was sick, and you visited Me: I was in prison, and you came unto Me.

37 Then shall the righteous answer Him, saying, Master, when saw we Thee hungry, and fed Thee? or thirsty, and gave Thee drink?

38 When saw we Thee a stranger, and took Thee in? or naked, and clothed Thee?

39 Or when saw we Thee sick, or in prison, and came unto Thee?

40 And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as you have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, you have done it unto Me.

41 Then shall He say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from Me, you cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:

42 For I was hungry, and you gave Me no food: I was thirsty, and you gave Me no drink:

43 I was a stranger, and you took Me not in: naked, and you clothed Me not: sick, and in prison, and you visited Me not.

44 Then shall they also answer Him, saying, Master, when saw we Thee hungry, or thirsty, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto Thee?

45 Then shall He answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as you did it not to one of the least of these, you did it not to Me.

46 And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life eternal.

COMPASSION ON THE POOR
Psalm 41:1   Blessed is he that considereth the poor: YHVH will deliver him in time of trouble.

Proverbs 14:21 He that despiseth his neighbour sinneth: but he that hath mercy on the poor, happy is he.

Proverbs 19:17 He that hath pity upon the poor lendeth unto YHVH; and that which he hath given will He pay him again.

Proverbs 21:13 Whoso stoppeth his ears at the cry of the poor, he also shall cry himself, but shall not be heard.

Proverbs 28:27 He that giveth unto the poor shall not lack: but he that hideth his eyes shall have many a curse.

Proverbs 29:7  The righteous considereth the cause of the poor: but the wicked regardeth not to know it.

THE COMPASSION OF ELOHIM
Exodus 34:6   And YHVH passed by before him, and proclaimed, YHVH, YHVH Elohim, merciful and gracious, longsuffering, and abundant in goodness and truth,

Psalm 86:15 But thou, O Lord, art an Elohim full of compassion, and gracious, longsuffering, and plenteous in mercy and truth.

Psalm 103:8   YHVH is merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and plenteous in mercy.

Psalm 111:4   He hath made his wonderful works to be remembered: YHVH is gracious and full of compassion.
YAHOSHUA DEMONSTRATED COMPASSION
HEALING THE SICK:

Matthew 9:35 And Yahoshua went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people.

Matthew 14:14 And Yahoshua went forth, and saw a great multitude, and was moved with compassion toward them, and He healed their sick.

PEOPLE HAVING NO SHEPHERD

Matthew 9:36 But when He saw the multitudes, He was moved with compassion on them, because they fainted, and were scattered abroad, as sheep having no shepherd.

37  Then saith He unto his disciples, The harvest truly is plenteous, but the labourers are few;

38  Pray you therefore the Lord of the harvest, that He will send forth laborers into His harvest.

Mark 6:34 And Yahoshua, when he came out, saw much people, and was moved with compassion toward them, because they were as sheep not having a shepherd: and He began to teach them many things.

FEEDING THE MULTITUDE

Mark 6:35 And when the day was now far spent, his disciples came unto Him, and said, This is a desert place, and now the time is far passed:

36  Send them away, that they may go into the country round about, and into the villages, and buy themselves bread: for they have nothing to eat.

37  He answered and said unto them, Give you them to eat. And they say unto him, Shall we go and buy two hundred pennyworth of bread, and give them to eat?

38  He saith unto them, How many loaves have you? go and see. And when they knew, they say, Five [loaves], and two fishes.

39  And He commanded them to make all sit down by companies upon the green grass.

40  And they sat down in ranks, by hundreds, and by fifties.

41  And when He had taken the five loaves and the two fishes, He looked up to heaven, and blessed, and brake the loaves, and gave them to his disciples to set before them; and the two fishes divided He among them all.

42  And they did all eat, and were filled.

43  And they took up twelve baskets full of the fragments, and of the fishes.

44  And they that did eat of the loaves were about five thousand men.

COMPASSION, MERCY, GRACE, IS CONDITIONAL
Romans 9:15 For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion.

16 So then it is not of him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but of Elohim that showeth mercy.

17 For the scripture saith unto Pharaoh, Even for this same purpose have I raised thee up, that I might show My power in thee, and that My name might be declared throughout all the earth. 

18  Therefore hath He mercy on whom He will have mercy, and whom He will He hardeneth.

Exodus 33:19 And He said, I will make all my goodness pass before thee, and I will proclaim the name of YHVH before thee; and will be gracious to whom I will be gracious, and will shew mercy on whom I will shew mercy.

Numbers 14:18 YHVH is longsuffering, and of great mercy, forgiving iniquity and transgression, and by no means clearing the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation.

COMPASSION, MERCY, & GRACE, ARE CONDITIONAL
II Chronicles 30:7   And be not you like your fathers, and like your brethren, which trespassed against YHVH Elohim (God) of their fathers, who therefore gave them up to desolation, as you see.

8    Now be you not stiffnecked, as your fathers were, but yield yourselves unto YHVH, and enter into His sanctuary, which He hath sanctified for ever: and serve YHVH your Elohim, that the fierceness of His wrath may turn away from you.

9    For if you turn again unto YHVH, your brethren and your children shall find compassion before them that lead them captive, so that they shall come again into this land: for YHVH your Elohim (God) is gracious and merciful, and will not turn away his face from you, if you return unto Him.

Joel 2:12 Therefore also now, saith YHVH, turn ye even to Me with all your heart, and with fasting, and with weeping, and with mourning:
13  And rend your heart, and not your garments, and turn unto YHVH your Elohim: for He is gracious and merciful, slow to anger, and of great kindness, and repents Him of the evil.
COMPASSION, MERCY TO THOSE THAT LOVE HIM
Psalm 103:17 But the mercy of YHVH is from everlasting to everlasting upon them that fear him, and his righteousness unto children’s children; 
18  To such as keep his covenant, and to those that remember his commandments to do them.

Deuteronomy 7:9  Know therefore that YHVH thy Elohim (God), He is Elohim, the faithful Elohim, which keepeth covenant and mercy with them that love Him and keep His commandments to a thousand generations;

Yahvah is an Elohim of compassion, mercy, graciousness, but is also an Elohim of judgment. During the time of Noah, Yahvah’s compassion and mercy was for a limited time for the wicked. Then He brought judgment, the flood destroyed all but Noah and his family. During the time of Lot the wickedness of Sodom and Gomorrah Yahvah’s grace and mercy period had come to an end for the wicked also. Lot and his two daughters were the only survivors. Yahvah sent fire and brimstone and destroyed them all. Lot’s wife turned into a pillar of salt.

Hebrews 10:26 For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins,

27 But a certain fearful looking for of judgment and fiery indignation, which shall devour the adversaries.

28 He that despised Moses’ law died without mercy under two or three witnesses:

29 Of how much sorer punishment, suppose ye, shall he be thought worthy, who hath trodden under foot the Son of Elohim, and hath counted the blood of the covenant, wherewith he was sanctified, an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the Spirit of grace?

30 For we know Him that hath said, Vengeance belongeth unto Me, I will recompense, saith YHVH. And again, YHVH shall judge his people.

31 It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living Elohim (God).
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
