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WHAT IS HUMILITY?
Matthew 18:1  At the same time came the disciples unto Yahoshua, saying, Who is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven?

2   And Yahoshua called a little child unto Him, and set him in the midst of them,

3   And said, Verily I say unto you, Except you be converted, and become as little children, you shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven.

4   Whosoever therefore shall humble himself as this little child, the same is greatest in the kingdom of heaven.

5   And whoso shall receive one such little child in My name receiveth Me.

6   But whoso shall offend one of these little ones which believe in Me, it were better for him that a millstone were hanged about his neck, and that he were drowned in the depth of the sea.

Matthew 18:10 Two men went up into the temple to pray; the one a Pharisee, and the other a publican.

11 The Pharisee stood and prayed thus with himself, Elohim (God), I thank thee, that I am not as other men are, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or even as this publican.

12 I fast twice in the week, I give tithes of all that I possess.

13 And the publican, standing afar off, would not lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but smote upon his breast, saying, Elohim be merciful to me a sinner.

14 I tell you, this man went down to his house justified rather than the other: for every one that exalteth himself shall be abased; and he that humbleth himself shall be exalted.

15 And they brought unto him also infants, that he would touch them: but when his disciples saw it, they rebuked them.
16 But Yahoshua called them unto Him, and said, Let the little children to come unto Me, and forbid them not: for of such is the kingdom of Elohim.

17 Verily I say unto you, Whosoever shall not receive the kingdom of Elohim (God) as a little child shall in no wise enter therein.

Now what does it mean to humble ourselves as little children? For “Whosoever shall not receive the kingdom of Elohim (God) as a little child shall in no wise enter therein.” In plain and easy to understand words, we can not inherit eternal life without humbling ourselves as a little child.

In the American College Dictionary by C. L. Burnhart it states:

Humble = 1. Low in station, grade of importance, etc.; lowly.  2. Modest; meek; without pride.  3. Courteously respectful.

When I come to Yahoshua as a little child, I am coming to Him with a heart and mind completely open and ready to receive and learn whatever instruction He has for me without questioning His instruction! This is being modest, meek, without pride, and respectful. When a parent calls a child to come and promising a piece of candy when they get to the parent, the child comes expecting to receive what was promised even though they didn’t see anything. This is faith and trust in the one who spoke the words. They believe every word the parent tells them without question!  We are to approach the Heavenly Father and His Son Yahoshua with the same faith as a child does.

Modest = 1. Having or showing a moderate or humble estimate of one’s merits, importance, etc.; free from vanity, egotism, boastfulness, or great pretensions.  3. Moderate.


Meek = 1. Humbly patient or submissive, as under provocation from others.

Abraham was a living example of this child like faith and believed Yahvah and acted on His word that was promised without question or complaint just as a young child believes their parent without question or complaint. (Older children learn how to question and complain from the examples of their parents or other people)! 

Genesis 12:1  Now YHVH had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father’s house, unto a land that I will show thee:

2   And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and you shalt be a blessing:

3   And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.

4   So Abram departed, as YHVH had spoken unto him; and Lot went with him: and Abram was seventy and five years old when he departed out of Haran.

5   And Abram took Sarai his wife, and Lot his brother’s son, and all their substance that they had gathered, and the souls that they had gotten in Haran; and they went forth to go into the land of Canaan; and into the land of Canaan they came.

REQUIREMENT TO HUMBLE OURSELVES



Micah 6:8  He hath shewed thee, O man, what is good; and what doth YHVH require of thee, but to do justly, and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with thy Elohim? [Hebrew = humble thyself to walk with thy Elohim].

II Chronicles 7:14 If My people, which are called by My name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.

Colossians 3:12 Put on therefore, as the elect of Elohim (God), holy and beloved, feelings of mercies, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, long-suffering;

13 Forbearing one another, and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel against any: even as Messiah forgave you, so also do you.

14 And above all these things put on charity [love], which is the bond of perfectness.

15 And let the peace of Elohim rule in your hearts, to which also you are called in one body; and be you thankful.

I Peter 5:5  Likewise, you younger, submit yourselves unto the elder. Yea, all of you be subject one to another, and be clothed with humility: for Elohim resists the proud, and gives grace to the humble.

6   Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty hand of Elohim, that He may exalt you in due time:

YHVH HATES THE OPPOSITE OF HUMILITY



Proverbs 6:16 These six things doth YHVH hate: yea, seven are an abomination unto Him:

17 A proud look, a lying tongue, and hands that shed innocent blood,

18 An heart that deviseth wicked imaginations, feet that be swift in running to mischief,

19 A false witness that speaketh lies, and he that soweth discord among brethren.

Proverbs 16:5  Every one that is proud in heart is an abomination to YHVH: though hand join in hand, he shall not be unpunished.

Proverbs 21:4 An high look, and a proud heart, and the plowing of the wicked, is sin.

Proverbs 13:10 Only by pride cometh contention: but with the well advised is wisdom.

Proverbs 16:18 Pride goeth before destruction, and an haughty spirit before a fall.

Colossians 3:5  Mortify therefore your members which are upon the earth; fornication, uncleanness, inordinate affection, evil concupiscence, and covetousness, which is idolatry:.       [Mortify = bring under control]
6   For which things’ sake the wrath of Elohim (God) cometh on the children of disobedience:

7   In the which you also walked some time, when you lived in them.

8   But now you also put off all these; anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy communication out of your mouth.

9   Lie not one to another, seeing that you have put off the old man with his deeds;

10 And have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of Him that created Him:

YHVH WILL CAUSE HIS PEOPLE TO UNDERSTAND HIS WORD



Psalms 10:17 YHVH, You have heard the desire of the humble: You will prepare their heart, You will cause thine ear to hear:

Psalms 25:14 The secret of YHVH is with them that fear Him; and He will show them His covenant.

Psalms 69:32 The humble shall see this, and be glad: and your heart shall live that seek Elohim.

Mark 4:23 If any man have ears to hear, let him hear.

24 And He said unto them, Take heed what you hear: with what measure you mete, it shall be measured to you: and unto you that hear shall more be given.

John 10:27 My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me:

28 And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of My hand.

YHVH SHOWS RESPECT TO THE LOWLY [HUMBLE]



Leviticus 26:9  For I will have respect unto you, and make you fruitful, and multiply you, and establish My covenant with you.

Psalm 138:6  Though YHVH be high, yet hath He respect unto the lowly [humble]: but the proud He knoweth afar off.

Isaiah 57:15 For thus saith the high and lofty One that inhabiteth eternity, whose name is Holy; I dwell in the high and holy place, with him also that is of a contrite and humble spirit, to revive the spirit of the humble, and to revive the heart of the contrite ones.

HOW TO DEVELOP HUMILITY



Romans 12:3  For I say, through the grace given unto me, to every man that is among you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think; but to think soberly, according as Elohim (God) hath dealt to every man the measure of faith.

10  Be kindly affectioned one to another with brotherly love; in honour preferring one another;

16  Be of the same mind one toward another. Mind not high things, but condescend to men of low estate. Be not wise in your own conceits.

17  Recompense to no man evil for evil. Provide things honest in the sight of all men.

18  If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, live peaceably with all men.

Philippians 2:1  If there be therefore any consolation in Messiah, if any comfort of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if any affection and mercies,

2    Fulfil you my joy, that you be like-minded, having the same love, being of one accord, of one mind.

3    Let nothing be done through strife or vainglory; but in lowliness of mind let each esteem other better than themselves. [humbleness of mind]

4    Look not every man on his own things, but every man also on the things of others.

5    Let this mind be in you, which was also in Messiah Yahoshua:

I Corinthians 10:24 Let no man seek his own, but every man another’s welfare.

Luke 14:7  And He put forth a parable to those which were bidden, when He marked how they chose out the chief rooms; saying unto them,

8   When thou art bidden of any man to a wedding, sit not down in the highest room; lest a more honourable man than thou be bidden of him;

9   And he that bade thee and him come and say to thee, Give this man place; and thou begin with shame to take the lowest room.

10 But when thou art bidden, go and sit down in the lowest room; that when he that bade thee cometh, he may say unto thee, Friend, go up higher: then shalt thou have worship in the presence of them that sit at meat with thee.

11 For whosoever exalteth himself shall be abased; and he that humbleth himself shall be exalted.

James 4:6  But He giveth more grace. Wherefore He saith, Elohim (God) resisteth the proud, but giveth grace unto the humble.
7   Submit yourselves therefore to Elohim. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you.

8   Draw nigh to Elohim, and He will draw nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, you sinners; and purify your hearts, you double minded.

9   Be afflicted, and mourn, and weep: let your laughter be turned to mourning, and your joy to heaviness.

10 Humble yourselves in the sight of YHVH, and he shall lift you up.

CONCLUSION



II Chronicles 15:2b,  . . . YHVH is with you, while you be with Him; and if you seek Him, He will be found of you; but if you forsake Him, He will forsake you.
II Chronicles 16:9a, For the eyes of YHVH run to and fro throughout the whole earth, to show Himself strong in the behalf of them whose heart is perfect toward Him.

I Chronicles 28:9  And thou, Solomon my son, know thou the Elohim of thy father, and serve Him with a perfect heart and with a willing mind: for YHVH searches all hearts, and understands all the imaginations of the thoughts: if thou seek Him, He will be found of thee; but if thou forsake Him, He will cast thee off for ever.

Psalm 149:4  For YHVH taketh pleasure in His people: He will beautify the meek with salvation.

Jeremiah 29:13 And you shall seek Me, and find Me, when you shall search for Me with all your heart.
Matthew 6:33 But seek you first the kingdom of Elohim (God), and His righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you.

Acts 2:37 Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said unto Peter and to the rest of the apostles, Men and brethren, what shall we do?

38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Yahoshua Messiah for the remission of sins, and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

39 For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as YHVH our Elohim shall call.
